Dan Phillips introduced today’s speaker, our own Mark Scoular, Director of Camp Carson. Mark is a man 
who loves his job, and he is making a difference in many lives. He stated that the Camp’s Staff consists of 
young people from the USA, Australia, Columbia, England, Ireland and Scotland. Campers are from,  AL, 
AK, CT, FL, GA, IL, IN, KS, KY, MI, MO, MT, NC, NM, NY, OH, OK, TN, TX, VA, WI  and WV. Mark 
said that kids are looking for adults to spend time with them, since so many of them have parents who work, or 
they are from a single parent family. This past February, Camp Carson was selected by the Government as a 
“Purple Camp” for kids who have a parent in the military. There will be 80 kids at Purple Camp for a week in 
August. A Black Hawk helicopter will be at the camp during this period.  
 

Mark told a heart rendering story about an 11 year old boy, Colt, who had lost a grandfather and father to 
death, and while at the camp his other grandfather died. He decided to go home for his grandfather’s funeral. 
His mother sent an email to Mark     telling him that Colt fell asleep talking about camp. She said, “I must also 
thank his camp counselors for standing as an example for my son. I want to raise him to be honorable and a 
good human being the camp stands for all of this and more.” She went on with accolades about the staff and 
the fact that parents can sleep at night knowing their children are with people that love them and taking care of 
them like their parents would. Mark said they have around 1,000 campers every summer. Thanks Mark for a 
great program. 
Don Julian reminded everyone that our annual visit to the camp will be on July 23rd. Carpooling is in the 
works. Also, our club’s Foundation will match up to $1,000 for donations to the camp. Make your checks  
payable to the “Evansville Downtown Optimists Charitable Foundation, Inc.,” to get your tax deduction.
